Open Doors - Jordan Scott

This week we're excited to have Jordan share and speak with us as
part of our English Service @ 10am.

In broader terms she'll be sharing about the broader ministry of
Open Doors as they reach out to, and help equip, the persecuted
church. In addition Jordan will be sharing a passage from God's Word
that will hopefully speak to us.

Presently she is on a short visit to Egypt and she will speak about this
and the ministry of Open Doors there. This is timely as we will be
commencing a new series from Exodus in the coming weeks.

Mission Spot — Open Doors (from their website)

Open Doors compiles a watch list of the countries facing persecution
for being followers of Jesus Christ. Afghanistan tops the list for the
first time followed by North Korea, Somalia, Libya and Yemen and
others. Their experts use 9 broad categories to measure the source
of persecution. 1.Islamic Oppression — Any violent or non-violent
action used to bring countries, communities, and households under
Islamic control. 2.Religious Nationalism — Using countries
majority religion to imply Christians do not qualify as citizens. 3.Clan
Oppression — Instances where a clan or extended family ensures
the ongoing practice of traditional values or belief systems by force. :
4.Ethno-Religioius Hostility — When one ethnic group subjects

another to hostility based on their religion. 5.Christian Denominational Protectionism — Mak-
ing one Christian denomination the only legitimate expression of Christianity in the country.
6.Communist and Post-Communist Oppression — To monitor and control Christians and
churches through a system based on Communist values. 7.Secular Intolerance -To eradicate
Christian expression from public life and impose atheistic secularism. 8.Dictatorial Paranoia —
Persecution derived from an authoritarian government which does everything to maintain power,
including tearing down organised groups like Christians. 9.0rganised Corruption & Crime —
Christians can become targets for persecution as they often speak out against criminal groups and
gang activities. "If someone is willing to kill me for my faith, my God must be powerful”

A couple of numbers about forgiveness
to think about. One scholar has found
that there are 53 references to
forgiveness in the Bible. In Matthew 18: 22 Jesus tell
us to forgive not just seven times, but seventy-seven
times. We might this week look at the references to
forgiveness in the Bible and ask God to develop in us a
more forgiving heart, to be able to forgive 7 times

70. Forgiveness is central to the new life we have in
Christ. | Corinthian 5:17 tells us much about the new
life we have - Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, the new
creation has come: The old has gone, the new is here!
Whatever our age and however tired we feel, we know
that each day we have the new life that Christ gives —
forgiven. As you pray this week ask God to help you
know the truth that we are each new creation in Him,
forgiven & cleansed.
